Northern 
Nash will host Richlands 
this Friday night in the 
opening round of the 
Class 3-A State Playoffs 
as the Fighting Knights 
hope to continue their 
postseason success from 
last year, when NN 
reached the state champi-
onship contest.

Northern took another 
positive step in that 
direction by delivering 21 
points in the first period 
en route to picking up 
the impressive decision 
over the Gryphons, who 
dropped to an uncharac-
teristic 3-6 and 3-3.

NN accepted the open-
ing kickoff and immedi-
ately surged downfield, 
with Trey Battle capping 
off the quick march with 
a 3-yard touchdown run. 
Justin Murray tacked on 
the PAT, and the Knights 
were ahead for good at 
7-0.

Battle would score on 
another keeper later in 
the frame as Northern 
continued to pull away.

It was a solid night on 
both sides of the ball for 
NN as senior defensive 
end Andrew Zipko recov-
ered a pair of fumbles.

Northern’s offense has 
scored at least 30 points 
in all but one outing this 
fall, including six times
